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At the special membership rneenng on
Sunday, August 22, the central topic of
everyone's focus was of course, the vote on
the executive board's motion to accept
Pastor Tawa Anderson as part of the
permanent pastoral staff member. There

was an attendance of 60 members, in which

58 members were needed to be present for
the vote. The statement stated on the ballot
form read, "The Board recommends Pastor
Tawa Anderson as permanent pastor staff of
ECBC." The member filling out the ballot
was then required to either agree or disagree
with the statement, name it, sign it, and
confirm the date on the ballot by writing
down the date, month, and the year.

The votes were collected and the count
was done by all members of the English
congregation, which was executed when
member Michael Brown seconded the
motion. Mark Maney was required to tally
the ballots; Lincoln Ho was required to read
the ballots placed in both Chinese and
Cantonese, and Joyce Chan was required to
confirm that the ballots were read correctly.
After counting the total ballots to match the
60 present, the group then came out to
present the results. Of the 60 ballots placed,
56 votes to agree with the statement and 4
votes were voided, where ballots were
incorrectly filled.

After two other votes in the past two
years, Anderson will now be a permanent
member of the pastoral staff of Edmonton
Chinese Baptist Church. He joked before
ECBC's Amazing Race 2 after the meeting
that, "If it was a no vote I would of just
left." With this victory behind, the next vote
dealing with Anderson's status may likely
be his ordination to become a reverend.
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ECBC's Amazing Race 2 was as spectacular as the first w:th surprising twists and errors
made by teams and the crew. Being delayed by a church members meeting, the race started
this year at an awkward 1:37 PM on Sunday, August 22. Considered the last race to be
planned by event organiser Lincoln Ho, the cold rainy weather created an unforgettable
race. With the first clues located in various places in the gym, five teams set out on a race
around the city. The first task was a detour of give and take. Give was to create a block
party flyer and distribute it in which Teem Beefalo (Michael Brown, Lily Ma) were the only
team to take that detour.
